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EQUSaT and HHRD Collaborate to Empower Youth 
with Skills in Mental Health, Leadership, and Finan-
cial Literacy 

The President of the Associa-
tion of African Universities and the 
President of Sudan International Uni-
versity (SIU), Professor Bakri Os-
man Saeed, praised Equator Uni-
versity of Science and Technology

During his visit to EQUSaT on June 
6, 2024, Professor Bakri highlighted 
that the university is well-equipped 
with modern facilities capable of ac-
commodating a significant number 
of students from around the world.

Professor Bakri also interacted with 
some of the medical students during their 
lectures, urging them to believe in them-
selves and to persevere in their practice 
on rats and cadavers. He emphasized 
the importance of taking the time to 
thoroughly understand their course.  
 
“You may feel weary of practicing 
on rats and eager to start working 
soon, but remember that this involves 
human lives, so you need ample prac-
tice and time. Very soon, you will 
be out there saving lives,” he said.

It is also 
essential to concentrate on your 

own affairs rather than becoming 
preoccupied with others,” she advised. 
 
Solomon Mudenya encouraged the 
youth to prioritize saving money over 
indulging in ventures that may not 
yield future financial benefits. He urged 
them to save for profitable investments 
to enhance their financial stability. 
 
Usama Kasagga called on youth 
leaders in Masaka to reflect on their 
leadership approaches, emphasizing 
the importance of sympathy and empa-
thy in serving the community humanely.

Speaking at the youth empowerment 
program held at EQUSaT on June 
13, 2024, at the university’s premises 
in Kasijjagirwa, Masaka City, Prof. 
Mpezamihigo encouraged students 
and staff at EQUSaT to take the lead. 
He proposed that students could 
save up to UGX 10,000 monthly, while 
staff could save UGX 40,000 each. 
 
“Let’s not talk about saving without 
action. Let there be a Student’s Sacco 
where students can save about UGX 
10,000 per month and, after about 
six months, sit together and decide 
on which business to start. And if 
the students can save money, what 
about you, the staff?” he stated. 
 
Prof. Mpezamihigo pledged to support 
these Saccos once established to en-
sure their successful implementation 

and operation. He told The EQUSaT 
Post that these Saccos would help 
elevate the financial statuses of students 
and staff and contribute to achieving 
the Sustainable Development Goals, 
including “No Poverty,” “Zero Hunger,” 
“Quality Education,” and more.
